Gospel Summary: !i/\? / oo,

Luke's Gospel relates that after Jesus had been baptized
and while he was praying the heavens opened up and the Holy
Spirit descended upon him. A voice from heaven was heard,
saying, "You are my beloved Son; with you I am well
pleased."

In our baptism we became intimately connected to God;
we became God's own children, just as Jesus is the Father's
beloved Son. And when we were baptized the Holy Spirit
descended upon us-not as a dove, but as the Spirit of God that
always dwells in our hearts. That connectedness to God never
disappears. Even when we are guilty of the worst sins, God is
with us. We believe that the Holy Spirit dwells in us, helping
us to act more and more like Christ as we reaffirm our baptis-
mal commitment.

Our baptismal call is to act like Christ, to be his hands,
and voice, and heart in this world. When we act like him, we
can be assured we too will hear the Father's voice, "with you I
am well pleased."
