They became very angry with Jesus and 
planned to throw him bodily from a nearby mountain top.  
Jesus simply walked through them and left.  Some scholars 
say that the crowd’s reaction and Jesus escaping them to 
continue his teaching and preaching is a foreshadowing of 
Jesus’ death and resurrection and the mission of the 
Church to continue spreading the Good News.

       I would like to clarify at this time what situations may 

prevent us from receiving communion at mass and extend my 

assistance if I can help rectify your situation.  First, if you are 

living with someone outside of marriage you should not be 

receiving Holy Communion.  Second, if you are married    

outside of the church you should not be receiving Holy     

Communion.  Just because someone is divorced does not 

mean that you cannot receive communion.  The problem 

comes in if you remarry outside of the church without the 

benefit of an annulment.  If you are saying to yourself that 

you fall into one of these categories please come and talk  to 

me.    I would be more than happy to speak with you and try 

to help rectify your situation.  Let me be quite clear.  Neither 

of these situations, should prevent nor excuse you from    

coming to church.  Just because you are not able to receive 

Holy  Communion does not mean you should not come to 

mass.  Remember, that during the mass Christ is present in 

three ways:  first and foremost in the Eucharist in the Body 

and Blood of Christ.  Second, Christ is present in the Word 

(the readings).  Thirdly,  Christ is present in the assembly, the   

people gathered together to pray with you at mass.  Even 

though you may not be able to receive the Eucharist, Jesus     

is still present to you in the Word and in the assembly.

As you read this article,  the linoleum should 

be down in the first section and we should be getting ready   

to bring in the first batch of pews.
