Gospel Summary: 
 

The setting for today’s gospel is in a boat on a lake.  It is a 
familiar setting for Peter. We hear that Peter has been try-
ing to catch fish all day with nothing to show for it.  Jesus 
enters Peter’s boat and asks him to throw the net into the 
lake once again.  Peter argues the point, yet he listens to 
Jesus.  They let down the net and what a catch they have!  
The miraculous catch of fish is Peter’s encounter with the 
presence of God.  This encounter is so powerful that Peter 
gets on his knees before Jesus.  Jesus tells peter, “Do not 
be afraid, from now on you will be catching people.”    
Peter receives Jesus’ call to discipleship.  He leaves every-
thing and follows Jesus.

       It is hard to believe that Lent begins on Wednesday,    

February 17th.  Here are the regulations for fasting and        

abstinence.  Ash Wednesday, all Fridays in Lent and Good 

Friday are days of abstinence from meat for those 14 years of 

age and older.  In observance of the Solemnity of St. Joseph 

on March 19, Catholics are not obligated on that day to      

abstain from meat.  Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are also 

days of fasting for those ages 18-58 inclusive.  On these days, 

those bound by the law of fasting may take one full meal.  

Two smaller meals, sufficient to maintain strength according 

to one’s needs, are also permitted.  Eating between meals is 

not permitted, but liquids including milk and fruit juices are    

allowed.  When health and work are seriously affected, the 

law does not obligate you.  For those planning ahead, our 

masses on   Ash Wednesday will be at 7:00 am, 9:00 am and 

6:00 pm.  Ashes will be distributed at each mass after the 

homily. 

       I would like to make one comment about receiving ashes.  

Every year,  no matter what parish I have been in, I see people 

running into church to receive their ashes and then running 

out, not even staying for mass.  What do the ashes signify?  It 

is a sign of doing penance.  What is the Eucharist?  The Body 

and Blood of Jesus!  Which is more important, that we receive 

ashes or the Eucharist?  The Eucharist of course!  I am not 

down playing receiving ashes on Ash Wednesday, but rather 

encouraging all of us to plan on attending the entire mass so 

that we can receive ashes and our Lord in the Eucharist. 

       Work is progressing nicely in the church.  The first     

section of pews are in and they look beautiful.  The workers 

have already removed the second section of pews and the 

floor underneath and are getting ready to install the new floor.  

Thank you again for your patience while the construction      

is taking place.
