“Beatitudes.”  According to Luke, Jesus’ teaching is 
pointed and direct.  Jesus tells the disciples how blessed 
are the poor, the hungry, the sad and the persecuted, for 
their reward awaits them in the kingdom of heaven.  Luke 
is  writing for a community struggling for survival at           
a  time of Christian persecution.  Jesus’ sermon brings 
great promise and hope to those who are going through 
trials.  The idea of future blessedness offers reassurance 
and hope.  Even for followers of Christ today, the          
Beatitudes promise blessings that more than compensate 
for present sufferings.

Ash Wednesday - February 17 and Lenten Regulations 
Ash Wednesday marks the beginning of the season of Lent.   
It is a season of penance, reflection and fasting which        
prepares us for Christ’s resurrection on Easter Sunday. 
Church Regulations for fasting and abstinence during Lent 
¶ Everyone 14 years of age or older is bound to abstain from 

meat on Ash Wednesday, all the Fridays of Lent and  
Good Friday. 

¶ Everyone 18 or older, and under 59 years of age, is bound 
to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. 

¶ On Ash Wednesday and Good Friday, only one full   
meatless meal is allowed.  Two other meatless meals,  
sufficient to maintain strength, may be taken according    
to each one’s needs, but together they should not equal 
another full meal.  Eating between meals is not permitted. 
When health or ability to work would be seriously        
affected, the law does not oblige. 

¶ Catholics should not lightly excuse themselves from these 
prescribed minimal penitential practices.
